Which brings us to the words: et ha’shamayim v'et
ha erets.

The et, or aleph-tav are the very first and last letters of the
Hebrew alphabet. The aleph-tav 1s Yeshua.



Yeshua, the Son, is the Aleph and Tav

The sixth word, v’et, starts with the letter vav, whose pictorial image
is the hook. The vav joins the heavens and the earth together,
suggesting the connection between the spiritual and earthly matters.

The Greek word, arche [apyfi -G746], translated as “beginning”
means: that by which anything begins to be, the origin, the active
cause.

In every instance, whether in Hebrew or Greek, the word beginning is
used to indicate the active cause of an event, not a timeline.

Grenesis 1:6-8 — Then Elohim said, 1.et there be an expanse.in the midst of the
waters, and let it Separate the Waters. 7o the walers. . . . day two.

The waters are separated from the waters on day two. [n other words, the eartli's
atmospliere 15 separated [rom outer space. DBut durimg the next one thousand
vears ot human history, the heavens are opened up and éxewater tloods the earth
during the liter of Noah!  And fthis 1s not the only prophecy of water bemg
divided. Not too many vears later the waters of the Sea of Suph (Red Sea) are
separated to allow the Hebrew slaves to escape from Egypt (Exodus 14:21).
And the barrier, or veil, still separates earth from Elohim’s heavenly home, but
will one day be tom open when Yeshua returns (Revelation 19:11 ),

The vepetation is planted and' begins to bloom. And one of the plants is the tig
5 — tie Biblical symbol for the nation of Israel.” Day three prophesies that thie
Hebrews will be gathiered into one place, imnto, one land' (Nehemial 9: 7)) First,
they eather 1 Canaan, move to Egypt, and then gather again back m Canaan.

Day Four

Genesis U:14-19 — “TVien Elohipm said, 1.et there be lights in the expanse of e
fieavens to separadte the day. from the night, and let them be jor Signs and jor
SeASons. and. jor. days and years: ... day four.”

Israel had the feasts ot Yahweh — thie moedim — the appointed times, of meeting
between Yahwel and human beings.  The fourth day propliesies the reign of
Pavid and his descendants upon the throne of [srael. And David's most famous
descendant 15 Yestiwa, But what about his ancestors? Ruth 1s the gentile woman
sedeemed by Boaz the Jew. Ruth represents those whio are redeemed by thie
Kinsman Redeemer, Yeshua, and then become his bride!  All signs to the
unbelieving . . . that the prophiecies regarding the Messiah and his taking of a
bride will be fulfilled.

Bl the sea with tish, Day: five prophesies that Yeshua will be borm, begin his
ministiy, take disciples and command his disciples to become fistiers ot men arid
fill his chureh with people alive i the spicit (Matthew 4:19, Mark 1:17).
Today, still, the symbol of the fish tepresents those who call Yeshua their Losd
and Savior. Truly, the sea, a symbol of gentiles, has been filled swith fish that are
alive m Yeshua.

Day Six

Grenesis 1:24-351 — “TTien Elohim said, et the earihy bring forih living creatires
afier their kind. caitle and creeping things and bedsts of Hie earify dfier their
kind “and let us make man in our image, and let themyeat .. .. day six.”

The sixth thousand vears has seen the bringing tosth of every kind of invention
and convenience tor mankind to enjoy. It has also seen the emergence of wass
and rumor of wars, and the ability of mankind to bring about his own extinction.

Only Yahweh shortenmg the day will prevent thiis from happening and bring in
the seventh day, the day of rest (Mark 13:20).

Genesis 2:1-3 — Then Elohim said, Let's vest. Today is a day of blessing, set
apart foy ys. 1o, enjoy together: . ... . day seven.”

The day of sest, i other words, the millennial reign of Yeshua, During the
millennial reign the eanth and' its people will see the earth once again become a
garden, sickness and hunger will depart, and war will be 1o move (Revelation
chapters 21 & 22 ).

Today we approach year 6,000 ot human history. No one knows exactly on
wihiieh day this will oceur due to the many chianges to our custent calendars. Bt
when it does, the seventh day, the day of rest will begin.






The Overall Plan

Genesis 1:1 — “For the sake of Yeshua, Elohim through Yeshua
created the heavens and the earth . .’

“In the beginning” has nothing to do with the age of the ecarth. The
English translation of the Hebrew scriptures has mislead thousands
into believing that Yahweh’s creation 1s all about timelines, rather
than about his plan to take a wife, build a house, bring together a
family, and make 1t possible for that family to live together despite
their failings and sins through the sacrifice of Yeshua on the cross,
and ultimately to live with that family throughout eternity:.

Genesis 1:1 1s not only about the timeline. It 1s also the story of the
plan, the beginning of the plan and the final conclusion. John 1:1-3
confirms that it was Yeshua who 1s the one who accomplishes this.
Timothy 2:5 confirms that Yeshua 1s the mediator between Y ahweh
and humankind. Revelation 13:8, 1 Peter 1:19-20 both contirm
that this plan was put into motion before the foundations were laid.
Isaiah 46:9-10 confirms that his plan will be accomplished.



The Daily Building Plan

Psalm 121:4 — “Behold, He who keeps Israel will neither slumber
nor steep.”

« Elohim, Yahweh, Yeshua, and the Ruach Ha’Kodesh are fully
capable of building a house (or the universe) in a literal seven days.

» Elohim builds merely by speaking, and never sleeps.

* How casily could you build a house if you didn’t have to sleep and
could just keep talking for six days straight — for 144 hours straight?

« With enough people gathered, a house can literally be raised in
seven days, just as the plan demands, but rarely 1s.

* The Daily Building Plan is about building a house, bringing in the
family, and enjoying what has been built.
