The fate of the people that are neither tote
righteous nor totally wicked is not yet sealed at this point.

It is also a day of Repentance. Repentanceleshuvah) consists of several steps in the Jewish tradition
including recognition and admission of the wrong doing, and renunciation of the action. Teshuvah also requi
restitution to the wronged party and a promise not to repeat the offense. Those waithar totally righteous

nor totally wicked will have until Yom Kippurim to repent. In other words, they would go through the
tribulation period however unlike the totally wicked, many would repent and turn to Yahweh / Yeshua.
