One of the Persian King's advisors, Haman, hated the Jews because they only bowed down
to Yahweh, not to the Persian King, Ahasuerus, nor to Haman, himself. He convinced the
King to give him authority to exterminate all of the Jews.

Mordecai, however, was able to persuade his niece, Esther, to speak to the king on behalf of
the Jewish people, and the King turned the tables on Haman and his cronies, giving the Jews
authority over them.

Haman and his ten sons (were hanged on the very gallows that he had planned to use to
hang Mordecai and the Jews. The names form a paragraph which can read: He [Mordecai]
repeatedly broke the [King's] decree. The weeper [Haman] gathered fogether [his wife and
friends] in frustration. Then a new decree was made, upon the spoiling of the banquet [given
by Esther]. The fion [of Judah] caused the biood of the sons of the man of rage and of the
war wager to be sprinkled.

In Exodus 17:14 and Deuteronomy 25:17-19, Yahweh says that he will have war with the
Amalekites from generation to generation until they are destroyed. Haman was a descendant
of Agag, an Amalekite king that the Israeli King Saul should have killed years ago (I Samuel
15). However, because Saul did not kill Agag, Haman was able to be offended by Mordecai’s
actions and to seek his destruction.

Modern Echoes

Modern history gives us two significant figures who have threatened the Jewish people:
Hermann Goring and Joseph Stalin. Their stories seem to have some parallels Haman’s

story in the Book of Esther.

According to tradition, Haman’s daughter committed suicide before his execution on the
gallows, but Haman and his tens sons were all hanged. In 1946, ten of Hitler's top associates
were put to death by hanging and Goring, a rumored transvestite, committed suicide.

That the Nazi hanging was known to be a parallel to the Haman hanging may be verified by
the shout from the gallows by Julius Streicher, who yelled: "Purim Fest 19461"

Joseph Stalin had plans to deport all of the Jews in 1953. Before he was able to accomplish
this, he died of a stroke on the night after Purim that year, perhaps in response to the prayers
of the Lubavitcher Rebbe and his followers!

The Spirit of Haman
The spirit of Haman is alive and well today.

Meaning of the Holiday

Tisha B’ Av primarily commemorates the destruction of the first

and second Temples, both of which were destroyed on the ninth
of Av.

The first Temple was destroyed by the Babylonians in 586 B.C.
and the second Temple by the Romans in 70 A.D.

Tisha B’Av 1s the culmination of a three-week period of
increasing mourning that begins with the Fast of the 17th of
Tammuz.

According to history, many events considered disastrous by the
Jews have occurred on Tish’a B’ Av, also called the Fast of the
Ninth of Av, the saddest day in Jewish history.

The Activities

During this three-week period, the Scroll of Lamentations is read and prayers are recited
during the evening services, and the Torah Scroll cabinet (Ark) is covered by black cloth. In
some synagogues the Scroll of Job is read on the morning of Tisha B’Av.

Weddings, other celebrations, and cutting the hair are not permitted. From the first to the
ninth of Av, most people also refrain from eating meat or drinking wine and from wearing new
clothing.
These restrictions are very similar to the restrictions observed during Yom Kippur. They are:

* No eating or drinking

* No marital relations

* No washing or bathing

* No application of creams or oils

* No wearing of (leather) shoes

The First Occurrence

and Caleb, returned with a positive report. The ten spy report caused the Hebrews to cry, panic, and
despair of ever entering their Promised Land.

First and Second Temple Destructions

* Av 9, 421 BC - The First Temple built by King Solomon was destroyed by Nebuchadnezzar and the
Judeans were sent into the Babylonian exile.

* Av 9, 70 AD - The Second Temple built by Ezra and Nehemiah was destroyed by the Romans on
August 4, 70 AD.

Subsequent Historical Occurrences

*Av 9,71 AD The Roman army plowed Jerusalem with salt on July 25, 71 AD.

* Av 9,132 AD The Romans crushed Bar Kokhba’s revolt and destroyed the city of Betar, killing over 100,000
Jews, on July 8, 132.

* Av 9,133 AD Turnus Rufus ploughs the site of the Temple. The Romans build the pagan city of Aelia
Capitolina on the site of Jerusalem. .

* Av 9,135 AD The destruction of Simeon Bar Kokhba’s army on August 5, 135 AD.

* Av 9, 1095 AD The First Crusade was declared by Pope Urban II on July 20, 1095. The Crusades bring death
and destruction to thousands of Jews, totally obliterating many communities in Rhineland and
France.

* Av 9, 1190 AD 500 Jews died as a result of the rich storming a castle in York England on July 14, 1190.

* Av 9, 1290 AD July 25, 1290 — Jews forced out of England accompanied by pogroms and confiscation of books
and property.

* Av 9, 1290 AD July 21, 1306 — The Jews were expelled from France, again accompanied by pogroms and
confiscation of books and property.

* Av 9, 1492 AD August 11, 1492 — The Inquisition in Spain and Portugal culminates in the expulsion of the Jews
from the Iberian Peninsula. Families are separated, many die by drowning, and there is massive
loss of property by all.

* Av 9, 1648 AD On July 18, 1648 Bohdan Zenobi Chmielnicki, the leader of the The Cossacks, a military class of
Ukranian-southern Russians, began the massacre of tens of thousands of Polish Jews. This
massacre continued 1651.

Subsequent Historical Occurrences, continued . . .

*Av 9, 1914 AD World War I begins on August 1, 1914. Russia also launches persecutions against the Jews in
Eastern Russia on this same day. There were over 400 pogroms immediately following World
War I in Hungary, Ukraine, Poland, and Russia.

* Av 9, 1929 AD Mufti Hajj Amin Al Hussein stirs up riots against Jews at the Wailing Wall, Hebron Massacre
ensues.

*Av 9, 1941 AD On August 2, 1941 SS commander Heinrich Himmler formally received approval from the Nazi
Party for “The Final Solution”.

* Av 9, 1942 AD The mass deportation began of Jews from the Warsaw Ghetto, en route to the Treblinka
Concentration Camp, began on the eve of July 23, 1942.

* Av 9, 1989 AD On August 10, 1989 The Iraqis walked out of the talks with Kuwait, then invaded Kuwait and set
fires to the oil wells. This action finally lead to the Gulf War in 1992.

* Av 9, 1994 AD The Jewish community center in Buenos Aires, Argentina, was bombed killing 86 and wounding
300 others on Monday July 18, 1994. On that same day the twenty-one pieces of Shoemaker-
Levi Comet began bombarding the Planet Jupiter!

* Av 9,2005 AD Starting at midnight on August 14, 2005, the entry and presence of Israeli citizens in the Gaza
Strip is prohibited.

* AV 9,2006 AD The Lebanon War breaks out. On August 3, 2006, the Vatican sponsored “Rome Peace
Conference” put the finishing touches on the “Rome Peace Accord”. This agreement halted the
Israeli defensive thrust into Lebanon, and a Hezbollah commando force to abducted two Israeli
soldiers.

The 2012 Olympics were inaugurated in London, England on the evening of July 27, 2012. This
date marked the 40th anniversary of the 1972 Summer Olympics in Munich, Germany, during
which eight Palestinian terrorists infiltrated the Munich Olympic village and killed eleven
members of the Israel Olympic team.

On August 5, 2014, Israel commemorated past and present tragedies, especially the destruction
of the First and Second Temples in Jerusalem and the subsequent exile of the Jews from the
Land of Israel.

On July 25th, 2015 the Statue to Satan (Baphomet) was unveiled by the Satanic Temple in
Detroit. On July 26th, 2015 the US Supreme Court struck down Biblical marriage laws and
upheld homosexual marriage.

The Islamic Movement in Israel called for a mass ascent of Muslims to the Al Agsa mosque on
the Temple Mount, and many Arabs violently rioted. The Olympics in Rio were rife with anti-
Semitic incidents.

Muslims escalated a war for the Temple Mount following the capitulation by the Israeli
government over security measures on the Temple Mount and the Western Wall, or Kotel.
Palestinians commemorated the first anniversary of the “metal detectors protest,” and did so, as
they are prone to do, by attacking Israeli security forces and masked Palestinian youths threw
stones towards Israeli riot police during clashes following Friday prayers at Jerusalem’s al- Agsa
mosque compound. On Monday, following Tish’a B’Av, a massive limestone block fell from
the Western Wall in Jerusalem.

Meaning of the Holiday

Chanukah was prophesied by Daniel: “In his place a despicable person will
arise, on whom the honor of kingship has not been conferred, but he will come
in a time of tranquility and seize the kingdom by intrigue” (Daniel 11:21), and
“Armed forces will come at his order and profane the sanctuary and fortress.
They will abolish the daily burnt offering and set up the abomination that
causes desolation” (Daniel 11:31).

Chanukah prophecies events that transpired m the time of the Maccabees will
transpire again durmg the Tribulation Period — that apostasy will agamn come in
part from within the religious circle — the priests will give in to the political
leader of the day; the Antichrist or Beast, who will set up another Abomination
that causes Desolation.

Chanukah 1s also a time of thanksgiving.

Chanukah celebrates the restoration of the Holy Temple after its desecration by
Antiochus IV, also known as Antiochus Epiphanes.

Festival of Light: Cclebrates the miracle of the burning
of the Menorah for eight days despite having only one
day’s supply of o1l.

Antiochus |V, also known as Antiochus Epiphanes, which means “god
manifest” was one of the successors of Alexander the Great. He oppressed
the Jews severely, placed a Hellenistic priest in the Temple, massacred
many Jews, prohibited them from practicing circumcision and other rites,
and desecrated the Temple by placing a statue of Zeus while sacrificing
pigs on the altar in 167 BC. (Daniel and Yeshua reference this as the

Abomination That Causes Desolation — (Daniel 9:27, Matthew 24:15, and
Mark 13:14).

The Jews even had a nickname for Antiochus: “Epimames,” which means
“the mad man”|

Many Jews chose to comply with the new laws, forsaking Torah to save
their lives. Others stood fast to the covenant, and paid with their life for their
convictions.

Mattathias the Hasmonean, a Kohen (Priest), and his son Yehudah (Judah)
Maccabaeus joined forces and were able to retake the temple. Upon doing
so, they found only enough oil to keep the Menorah lit for one day but
miraculously it burned for eight days, the time needed to prepare a fresh
supply of oil for the Menorah.

It was on the 25th day of Kislev, exactly three years after the first swine had
been sacrificed on the altar, that Yehudah and his men reinstated the daily
burnt offerings to the Lord in 164 BC in memory of the cleansing of the
Temple from the pollution of Antiochus IV.

The re-dedication of the Temple was celebrated for eight days, which came
to be remembered and celebrated as the Festival of Chanukah.

The festival centers around the lighting of the candles on the Menorah.

Another tradition is called the Dreidel game, which commemorates when
the Jews had to conceal that they were still studying Torah.

They gathered in caves or private places, posted a lookout to let them know
when the authorities were coming, and spun the dreidel.

The dreidel is marked with four Hebrew letters: Nun, Gimmel, Heh, and
Shin. The letters represent the Hebrew phrase, “nes gadol hayah sham™ “a
great miracle happened here.”

The entire story of the abomination that causes desolation and the retaking

and cleansing of the temple can be found in the Apocrypha in Books 1-4
Maccabees.

Each year, Jews light the candles on a nine branched Menorah called a
chanukkiah [211].

The center candle, known as the shamash [wnw] which means: attendant
or servant, is raised higher than the other candles. This candle is lit first. All
the other candles are It from this center candle. The candles are
progressively inserted into the Menorah, starting from the right and ending
with the far left candle, but are lit on successive nights from left to right as
one honors the newer thing first.

Chanukah is eight days long and is symbolic of something that is one step
above the natural order, above nature and its limitations. The greatly
outnumbered Maccabees’ resolve to battle the Greeks wasn't logical or
natural but took faith and courage that are not part of normal human nature.
This resolve, therefore, merited a miracle higher than nature—a miracle
that lasted eight days.

Yte?hua Is the light that has come into the world (John 8:12, 9:5, 12:46,
etc).

Yahweh has not only the Temple In Jerusalem, but also has ancther
Temple: Christians are the temple of the living word — believers in Him are a
temple for Him, and He dwells in them.

Like the Menorah in the stone Temple, Yeshua is the light in our temple of
flesh. Yeshua is THE servant candlel

In ancient times, the Temple of Jerusalem was desecrated by pagan
invaders. Without the presence of Yahweh's Ruach Ha'Kodesh we become
a temple of desecration, defiled, darkened, filled with idols . . . a temple
created to be holy but fallen from its purpose.

The Mission Today: celebrate your own Chanukah, remove the idols,
cleanse your chambers, rededicate and reconsecrate your temple to
Yahweh / Yeshua, and the Ruach Ha'Kodesh — to Elohim.




The Prophetic
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l Chanukah’s Prophetic Nature

Ecclesiastes 1:9 — “What has been is what will be, what has been done is what will
be done, and there is nothing new under the sun.”

Genesis 12:3 — “I will bless those who bless you, but I will curse anyone who
curses you,; and by you all the families of the earth will be blessed.”

The Greek nation waged war against the Jews, trying to instill their
philosophies and teachings into the Jewish mindset. It only lasted for a
short timel

Eventually, Biblical faith would replace Greek paganism. As the Greeks had
left the Temple of Jerusalem desolate, today the temples of the Greeks and
their gods are abandoned.

The invasion of Antiochus Epiphanes and his Abomination of Desolation
was just a shadow of the coming Abomination under the Antichrist or Beast.

The desolation begins when an evil king sets up an idol in the holy place.
Antiochus set up a statue of Zeus. The False Prophet will create an image
of the Beast that all will be required to worship (Revelation 13:14-15).




l Chanukah’s Prophetic Nature

Chanukah foretold the apostasy of Yahweh's people and foretells the
future great apostasy of the people of the world.

Just as the priests, rabbis, and people of ancient Israel turned away from
Torah and embraced the ways of the Greek nation, so it will be during the
Tribulation Period. People will abandon any worship of Yahweh and
embrace the lies of the Beast and the False Prophet, worshipping them
iInstead (Daniel 9:27, 2 Thessalonians 2:3-4, Revelation 13:7-9).

Alexander the Great and his generals tried to bring the Hellenistic culture
to the entire world. During the Tribulation Period the Beast will try to form
a One World Government, One World Religion, and One World Economy.

They sought to merge all cultures into one and to compel everyone to
abandon their faith. Any culture, faith, people, or person that stood in its
way, it tried to stamp out.

The Beast will try to do the same.




l Chanukah’s Prophetic Nature

The Beast system will try to establish a global culture, persecute Yahweh's
people, criminalize moral living, abolish the Bible, blaspheme the Name of
God, desecrate all that is sacred, and prohibit observing the Sabbaths and
other Biblical celebrations.

The Beast system will try to merge all cultures into one and to compel
everyone to abandon their faith. Any culture, faith, people, or person that
stands In its way, it will to stamp out.

Just as in the days of Antiochus, many will abandon their faith in Yahweh
and will take the Mark of the Beast.

Chanukah prophesies both an early Jewish apostasy and takeover, and a
global apostasy and take over. Only the return of Yeshua will reverse this
vile takeover, reestablish the Holy Temple and accomplish its rededication.

Chanukah is a very specific prophecy of what is
going to happen in the end times.
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The Lessons of Chanukah

 Everyone has a purpose — one 1s not to fail to stand up for
Yahweh, his people, or, in this case, his Temple.

* Yahweh answers prayer — He 1s in control. Yahweh has
covenanted with the Jewish people to be their God. Yahweh will
not allow another to take his place, no matter how hard they try.

* Be Faithful To Yahweh in all you do — Bowing only to Yahweh
may land you in trouble, but Yahweh 1s more than able to
overcome any obstacles you face, even against principalities,

powers, rulers, and the spiritually wicked in high places
(Ephesians 6:12).

* Yahweh can turn mourning into joy — The Temple was retaken
and rededicated.

It’s all about Chanukah

In Matthew Chapters 24 and 25 we see many
aspects of Chanukah being repeated.

* When Yeshua begins with the phrase of "wars and rumors of wars"
the thoughts of his Jewish hearers would turn to Chanukah.

* When Yeshua speaks about " many being of fended and betraying each
other" and the "fove of many waxing cold" his Jewish hearers would
say: " That's exactly what happened during Chanukahl"

* When he speaks about seeing " the abomination of desolation, spoken
of by Daniel the prophet, stand in the holy place" his Jewish hearers
would say: * 7his is exactly what happened 170 years earlier during
Chanukahl"

* When Yeshua says, " Then /et them which are in Judea flee into the
mountains" these are the exact words of the Maccabees after they
killed the officer of Antiochus.

In Matthew Chapters 24 and 25 we see many
aspects of Chanukah being repeated.

* When Yeshua talks about the good and evil servants his Jewish
hearers would say that during Chanukah there were faithful (good)
Jews who held to the Torah and unfaithful (evil) ones who adhered
to the Greek mindset.

* Finally, when Yeshua fells the parable about the wise and foolish
virgins and the wise have oil to relight their lamps, his Jewish
hearers would have immediately thought about the one day supply of
oil that kept the Menorah lit for eight days during the time of the
Maccabees.

It is Chanukah all over!

m According to some calculations it is possible that Yeshua was
conceived on Chanukah. We all walk in darkness and need a
miracle to uphold the light within.

m In 2013 Chanukah began in the evening on Wednesday, November
27th and ended on the evening of Thursda# December 5th. This
is the last time that Chanukah and Thanksgiving will be
celebrated on the same day for the next 75,000 years, according
to Mark Biltz of El Shaddai Ministries.

m Comet Ison, officially known as comet C/2012 S1, was also

currently gracing our 2013 skies. It was hoped to become the
br'ighfesf comet to grace our skies, even brighter than Venus
said some astronomers. It had already brightened by a factor of
10 since its initial sighting. Ison will swoop c‘uife close to the Sun
on November 28th which will enable it fo light up dramatically,
"coincidentally” on the first day of Chanukah! Perhaps Yahweh lit
his Chanukah candle in our heavens to signal the imminent return

of Yeshua.
